Facts: In each of these three claims, an Application for Board Review was denied based upon
the fact that question #15 on the RB-89 (which asks about the objection interposed to a
ruling and the time at which the objection was made) had not been answered and
therefore the appeal did not comply with NYCRR 300.13 (b).
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Holding:  Affirmed.

Discussion: Denial of an Application for Board Review for failure to comply with a procedural
regulation is within the discretion of the Board. When a party is represented by counsel
and there is a failure to comply with formatting, completion and services submission
requirements, the Board has discretion to deny the application.
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
