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Claimant, a construction workerfileéd a claim alleging he had tripped and fallen on
broken concrete. The carrier eontroverted the case and after litigation the Law Judge
held that the claim should be disallowed finding the claimant’s testimony to be
inconsistent and the other fay testimony to be more credible. The Board Panel Affirmed.
The claimant now appeals.
