The claimant sustained-a slip and fall and the case was accepted and established
for injuries to theyiteck and back. A claim was brought for additional sites
including the deftshoulder, bilateral carpal tunnel and right cubital tunnel
syndromg¢s. “Che WCLJ amended the claim to include the left shoulder,
disallowedsthe bilateral carpal tunnel and right cubital tunnel syndromes and
found a mild disability. The Board Panel reversed and amended the claim to
inelude all additional sites and found a total disability.

Affirmed and reversed in part.

There was substantial evidence to support the Board’s determination of amending
the claim to include the left shoulder and entering awards at a temporary total
disability rate. There was not substantial evidence to support amending the claim
to include the bilateral carpal and right cubital tunnel syndromes.
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
